I could really tell they were grateful for 
their presence and appreciated them taking their time to chat with them,” said Ann Peters, a 
volunteer with Troop 123.  
 Troop 123 was happy to visit the Minnesota Home for the Elderly, and will begin 
returning there monthly to play games and visit with its residents.
